The Sacramento Countywide Transportation Mitigation Fee Program (SCTMFP)
was established to provide a uniform transportation mitigation fee on all new
development in Sacramento County that will assist in funding road and transit
system improvements as well as smart growth incentives needed to
accommodate projected growth and development in the unincorporated
portion of Sacramento County and the Cities of Citrus Heights, Elk Grove,
Folsom, Galt, Isleton, Rancho Cordova, and Sacramento.

On June 7, 2006, the Sacramento Transportation Authority (STA) Board
adopted Resolution No. STA-06-0006 adopting the SCTMFP nexus study.
